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ENSO: 
• Borderline ENSO-neutral / weak El Niño conditions are expected to continue into Northern 

Hemisphere winter 2012-13, possibly strengthening during the next few months. 
 
MJO and other subseasonal variability: 
• The MJO remained weak. 
• Some potential for a stronger signal to develop in the western hemisphere in Week-2 
• Model skill of MJO index forecasts has been very marginal recently 
• Most likely a combination of other tropical subseasonal variability (atmospheric Kelvin and 

ER wave activity) 
 
Extratropics: 
• Some extended range model guidance favors moisture from the Tropics entering SW/SP 

once again
